It is likely that a recipient’s ERP system will not be able to automatically process every type of replacement, and so a manual communication process may need to be invoked as well – this is a trading relationship specific issue.

Whenever SheetConversionCharacteristics are specified, then the required sheet dimensions must always be specified with Length and Width (not PaperSizeType) and GrainDirection must always be included. When the GrainDirection enumeration is 'Long' the shortest dimension of the sheet must be placed in the field 'Width'. When the 'GrainDirection' enumeration is 'Short' the longest dimension of the sheet must be placed in the field 'Width'.
For an Indent Order for a Special sheet product it is mandatory to specify SheetConversionCharacteristics. In other business cases, it is optional. 
Example: For a sheet size of 450 mm by 640 mm, if the sheet is long grain then 'GrainDirection' enumeration is 'Long', the Width value is "450" and the Length value is "640". If the sheet is short grain then 'GrainDirection' enumeration is 'Short', the Width value is "640" and Length value is "450".
